Independent Study Course:

Some of you ask whether independent courses can be offered in the China 

program.  The answer is yes.  In the past, we offered such courses 

to seniors and graduate students, who made a proposal for what they planned to 

do research on in China.  Such students will need to get my approval when 

registering for the independent course.

You can either work with your graduate program director or advisor for a 

proposal (i.e., you are taking an independent course for credits in your 

department and I will help supervise the research or help you make connections 

with scholars in China for your research), or you can have a proposal for 

graduate credits of independent research in the speech communication department.

Again, that is a possibility, and we can talk about that later on 

a case-by-case basis.
