q depart NYC Thursday, 28 June (evening); arrive London Friday, 29 June (morning)
q classes meet Monday to Thursday, 9:00-12:30, 02 to 26 July, plus Friday, 27 July
q depart London Wednesday, 01 August (morning departure/afternoon arrival)

program costs
q $3,950,* which includes:
l r/t airfare between NYC & London
l private dorm room w/shared facilities
l daily breakfast
l 5-week bus & tube pass for unlimited travel in central London
l admission to a number of plays & other course-related tours/activities
