Universal Health Coverage Attracts New Support

Harry and Louise have had a change of heart.  Thirteen years after television ads from the insurance industry helped kill the Clinton health-care plan, comprehensive proposals for expanding coverage to millions of uninsured Americans are back.  By now, many business groups that opposed earlier efforts now agree that rising health-care costs and increasingly tougher access to insurance are unsustainable trends.

Karen Ignagni, president of the association that funded the "Harry and Louise" ads -- was among representatives of 16 business, medical and consumer groups that last week called for Congress to extend health coverage to most of the nation's uninsured children. After that, the groups said, lawmakers should cover uninsured adults.  

Sen. Kennedy (D-Mass.) and Rep. Dingell (D-Mich.), plan to pursue legislation to allow Americans under 65 to enroll in Medicare or in the health coverage enjoyed by Congress. And a bipartisan group of two senators and three House members introduced legislation last week to help states fund innovative ways to cover more people.

Much of the activity in Washington is being spurred by a wave of experiments at the state level, particularly Massachusetts's, California, Pennsylvania, Vermont, and Maine. 

Starting next month, San Francisco will become the first city in the country requiring employers to give their workers paid sick leave.

States considering expanding coverage include Connecticut, Indiana, Iowa, Louisiana, Minnesota, Missouri, New Hampshire, New Jersey, New Mexico, North Carolina and Wisconsin, according to the National Conference of State Legislatures.

Medicare Prescription Drug Price Negotiation Act Passes US House

255-170

This bill removes the negotiation ban, does not change any rules about plan formularies, allows plans to get even lower prices, and requires semi-annual reports to Congress on the prices achieved.
 The vote was 231 D and 24 R voting Aye, and 170R  voting Nay; 10 did not vote (2 D and 8 R).

25 of the NY members voted FOR price negotiations:  all the Democrats plus Fosella and Walsh. 

The 3 NO votes:  King, Reynolds and Kuhl. 

McHugh did not vote, he was in Iraq.
